
TDCAA PLAYING REGULATIONS

2010 - 2011

ALPINE SKIING /SNOWBOARDING

RULES

Competition shall be governed by the official rules of the Alpine Ontario  with the following TDCAA / OFSAA exceptions:

ELIGIBILITY / TRANSFERS

· All Eligibility is completed on line through Athletic Eligibility List System (AELS) which is coordinated through the OFSAA office.   
· Must be eligible for competition under the TDCAA Constitution, By Laws, and Standing Rules                .
· Eligibility must be completed before the first practice.
· All coaches and players must be listed on the eligibility
· Approved transfers are  included on the eligibility form. Athletes who have not been approved must not be included until he/she has been approved.
· Listed below is the eligibility for the next five years

Midget Division – athlete must be born in 1993 and he/she must be in their first year of high school.

Senior Division – athlete is ineligible for five years from the time they enter high school. For 2007 – 2008 season, an athlete who entered grade nine before September 2003 in ineligible to compete. There is no appeal to this rule. A senior athlete must also meet the age qualification as listed above.

· All students who transfer into your school ( excluding Grade 9 – first year of high school) are ineligible for competition for a period of twelve months from the date of transfer. To become eligible, transfer students must complete the “TRANSFER APPEAL FORM” fully and forward to the TDCAA Transfer Chairperson. He/she is ineligible to play in any games (league or exhibition or tournament) and may not practice with the team until the transfer has been approved and the athletic director has been notified.
TEAM COMPOSITION - Alpine

Teams ( Boys & Girls) are comprised of both a Level 1 division and a Level 2 division in the following events.

Giant Slalom

Level 1 - Participants are school trained. Participants cannot have any ski affiliation racing training, present or past,beyond Nancy Green League or the age of ten(10) in Canada or an equivalent in other countries.

Level 2 - Participants are those skiers who have ski affiliation and training beyond Nancy Green League or the age of ten (10). They cannot be a member of a provincial, provincial developmental, divisional, or ski academy teams.

Schools may enter a maximum of eight ( 8) skiers in each race. There is no minimum. A school may enter more than one team.

A skier cannot be entered in both alpine & snowboarding.

TEAM COMPOSITION - SNOWBOARDING

There is only one division for snowboarding ( Open Division) for both Boys & Girls.

Schools may enter a maximum of twelve ( 12 ) snowboarders in both boys and girls events.

A school may enter more than one team.

CHAMPIONSHIP RULES

1) All skiers and snowboarders must wear a helmet.

Alpine - Skiers must wear a hard shell crash helmet ( designed for Giant Slalom Alpine Ski Racing) which provide complete head protection( Front & Back) and full ear protection ( hard ear)

Snowboarding - Snowboarders must wear a helmet for either alpine or snpwboarding. It must have at least soft ear protection.

Depending on the facility , coaches , officials, and gatekeepers should ( must) wear a helmet.

2) Forms - The following forms must be completed and presented at the TDCAA Championship:

a) TDCAA Release of Liability

b) TDCAA/OFSAA Practice Form

c) Racer Profile & Behavior Form ( Alpine Skiing only)

3) Competition

ALPINE / SNOWBOARDING

1) Alpine will be Giant Slalom

2) There will be two runs on competition day

3) Level 2 - first on course

4) Add up two times for total time

5) Individual Winner - individual with lowest total time. an athlete who has a run with ( DNS or DNF) is not eligible for placement.

6) Team winner - top three finishers count. You add their place finish . Team with the lowest score is the winner.

OFFICIATING

Officials will be provided by the convenor.

Gatekeepers will be provided by each school participating in the competition.

SCORING - Alpine

1) Individual - add up the times for both runs. Lowest total will determine placement.

2) Team - top three skiers for a school count. Add up the place finishes for the three skiers. Lowest total is first.

SCORING - Snowboarding

1) Individual - add up the times for both runs. Lowest total will determine placement.

           2)Team - top three skiers for a school count. Add up the place finishes for the three   
snowboarders. Lowest total is first.

AWARDS

Individual - Alpine / Snowboarding

Medals for the first, second, and third place finishers at each level .

Team - Alpine / Snowboarding

Medals for the first, second, and third place finishers at each level .

Alpine - maximum of 8 per team; Snowboarding - maximum of 12 per team.

EJECTIONS

· All ejections ( players and/or coaches ) must be reported to TDCAA Discipline Chairperson (Paul Solarski and/or Tom Oliveri ) within 48 hours of the game. Both Paul & Tom teach at Brebeuf.
· All ejections must be reported by the coach to their athletic director within 24 hours of the ejection.
· Any athlete/coach  who is ejected from a game will be required to appear before the disciplinary review board with the following exceptions:
PROTEST

· Any protest must come to the President ( Paul Solarski), in writing, within 24 hours of the game. A copy of the letter should also be sent to the convenor and the TDCAA Executive Secretary.
· A meeting will be called to hear the protest as soon as possible at the discretion of the President of the TDCAA. The meeting will include representatives from both teams.
· There is no appeal to a decision on a protest.
OFSAA SELECTION CRITERIA

Alpine - The top Team plus the top individual ( not on the top team) at each level will represent TDCAA at OFSAA

Snowboarding - TBA
