
TDCAA PLAYING REGULATIONS

2011 - 2012

Girls Volleyball

RULES

Competition shall be governed by the official rules of OVA  with the following TDCAA / OFSAA exceptions:

ELIGIBILITY / TRANSFERS

· All Eligibility is completed on line through Athletic Eligibility List System (AELS) which is coordinated through the OFSAA office.   
· Must be eligible for competition under the TDCAA Constitution, By Laws, and Standing Rules                .
· Eligibility must be completed before the first practice.
· All coaches and players must be listed on the eligibility
· Approved transfers are  included on the eligibility form. Athletes who have not been approved must not be included until he/she has been approved.

Midget Division – athlete must be born in 1993 and he/she must be in their first year of high school.

Senior Division – athlete is ineligible for five years from the time they enter high school. For 2007 – 2008 season, an athlete who entered grade nine before September 2003 in ineligible to compete. There is no appeal to this rule. A senior athlete must also meet the age qualification as listed above.

· All students who transfer into your school ( excluding Grade 9 – first year of high school) are ineligible for competition for a period of twelve months from the date of transfer. To become eligible, transfer students must complete the “TRANSFER APPEAL FORM” fully and forward to the TDCAA Transfer Chairperson. He/she is ineligible to play in any games (league or exhibition or tournament) and may not practice with the team until the transfer has been approved and the athletic director has been notified.
DIVISIONS

a) An athlete may only play at one division level during the school year including the playoffs.
b) A player from a Junior team may play a maximum of two league play dates ( not playoffs) on a Senior team without losing her junior eligibility.
b ii) If the Junior division athlete plays three dates on the Senior team, then the athlete becomes a member of the Senior team and their name must be entered on AELS ( eligibility form)

b iii) A maximum of two junior players may be moved up for any one playing date.

b iv) To indicate that the player is from the junior team, their name must be bracketed on the score sheet.

b v) Athletes may be moved for a playoff match, but this must be a serious situation and the convenor must be notified. Athletes must have played one game at thesenior level to be eligible.

PLEASE NOTE : An athlete may play in only one playoff series. ( ie an athlete cannot play on playoff rounds in both Junior & Senior even if their Junior team loses a playoff round. )

TDCAA Constitution

TEAM COMPOSITION

The OVA states that only twelve players may be listed on the scoresheet for any match.

TDCAA - this rule is not enforced in TDCAA play.

CHAMPIONSHIP RULES

AWARDS

Team

EQUIPMENT / UNIFORMS

Net Height: Senior - 2.24m or 7’4”  : Junior - 2.15m or 7’1”

Nets should have vertical line markers ( antennae)

All visiting team should have their own practice balls.

Team uniforms should be numbered front and back ( Numbers 1 - 18) and every member must have matching tops ( excluding Libero),preferably with matching bottoms.

The referee will require a stand which meets manufacturers specifications. Schools without proper referee stands will be expected to play their games on the road.

There shall be two players’ benches.

For scoring purposes, you will need: a scoring table,two chairs,score sheets,two scorers, and pencils.

LENGTH OF GAMES - MATCHES

All regular season matches are best two of three sets. The first two  sets are to 25 points, and the third set is to 15 points. Teams must win by two points with no cap.

If a team wins the first two sets, a third set to 15 is encouraged.

One point is awarded in the standings for winning the match.

SCHEDULE 

1 ) League matches will not be rescheduled if a referee does not show for the match. The home team is responsible for providing a substitute referee. If there is not a suitable official available, rescheduling the match will be considered by the convenor.

2) Please avoid changes to the final schedule. If a match is cancelled because of weather / school lockdown, the home team is responsible for rescheduling the match and the referees. These changes must be emailed to the convenor ( Peter Artkin)
3) If a team arrives 20 minutes late, the team will default the first set. A match will be defaulted if a team has not arrived by 30 minutes after the scheduled starting time. All defaulted sets will be 25 - 0.
4) Schools that forfeit a match, but do not notify the official assignor in time to cancel the referee ( 2 days notice) will be charged the cost of the referee.
5) In all doubleheaders, the juniors will start for the first half of the season and the seniors will start first for the second half of the season. The switch date is indicated on the schedule)
6) Starting times for all matches will be 3:15 unless otherwise stated on the schedule.
7) There is no set time for the start of the second game of the doubleheader.but teams must be ready to play one hour after the start of the first match.

PLEASE NOTE : Please do not report the third set if one team wins the first two sets .

EJECTIONS

· All ejections ( players and/or coaches ) must be reported to TDCAA Discipline Chairperson ( Dave DiMauro)  within 48 hours of the game. Dave teaches at Brebeuf.
· All ejections must be reported by the coach to their athletic director within 24 hours of the ejection.
· Any athlete/coach  who is ejected from a game will be required to appear before the disciplinary review board with the following exceptions:
· THe referee may suspend a player or coach for the remaining part of the set (expulsion) or the remaining part of the match ( ejection)
PROTEST

· Any protest must come to the President ( Paul Solarski), in writing, within 24 hours of the game. A copy of the letter should also be sent to the convenor and the TDCAA Executive Secretary.
· A meeting will be called to hear the protest as soon as possible at the discretion of the President of the TDCAA. The meeting will include representatives from both teams.
· There is no appeal to a decision on a protest.
AWARDS

In sports where there are less than six teams, only gold medals and a championship pennant will be presented.

Plaques may be presented to divisional champions only if there are at least four division and each division has at least four teams

OFSAA SELECTION CRITERIA

SUPERVISION

For all TDCAA activities, there must be sufficient supervision of players at all times.

· Teams should not arrive at visiting school before coach arrives. If coach is unable to arrive with or ahead of players, home school should be informed.
· Coach must remain with players at all times after the conclusion of a game. If players are traveling on TTC/cabs/cars, coach must remain with the players until all players have safely left the school or boarded the bus.
· If TTC bus stop is some distance from the school or site of the game, the coach must travel with the players and remain with the players until they have safely boarded the bus.
· A game cannot begin unless there is a teacher coach on the bench. A community coach must be accompanied by a teacher from the school before a game can commence.
